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6.2 DELIVERY PROGRAM REPORT TO 31 DECEMBER 2016 ATTACHMENT 1

Summary

The purpose of this report is to present to Council the report on the Delivery Plan Strategy
2013-2017 and the implementation of the performance targets contained with the Operational Plan
2016-2017.

Commentary

Section 404 of the Local Government Act 1993 provides that the Council must prepare a Delivery
Program detailing the principal activities to be undertaken by the council to implement the
strategies established by the community strategic plan within the resources available under the
resourcing strategy. Council’s Delivery Program is for the period 2013-2017.

Contained within Council’s Operational Plan 2016-2017 were proposed actions and performance
targets that identified how the Council would undertake the completion of the activities identified in
the Delivery Program 2013-2017 during the 2016-2017 financial year.

This financial year has seen a period of stabilization following considerable financial turbulence for
the Council, with the principal focus of the Council and senior management related to continuing to
ensure the ongoing sustainability of the organization more so than the completion of many of the
strategies contained within the Delivery Program 2013-2017 for the period relating to the
Operational Plan 2016-2017.

There is no doubt that this report evidences that the adjustment in focus by the Council and senior
management has predicated the inability to meet some of the targeted actions contained within the
Operational Plan 2016-2017, but in the short to medium term, this focus is critical to ensuring the
sustainability of the organization.

Part of the recent financial strategy adopted by the Council has seen a down-sizing of FTE
equivalents within the organisation and thereby a reduction in the available resources to satisfy the
community for the Council to be all things to all people. The Council has consciously undertaken a
withdrawal from non-core activities that have been subsidised from general revenue while ensuring
that the services are still provided within the community by other providers.

The Council will continue to address and prioritize community demands within its limited resources
during this rebuilding phase, albeit this will lead to slippage of the activities contained within the
Delivery Plan Strategy 2013-2017.

Provision of the report on the Delivery Plan Strategy 2013-2017 will reflect that Council continues to
responsibly address its current financial position, and in so doing, acknowledges that from time to
time, it has not necessarily been able to meet all the proposed activities contained within its
Operational Plan 2016-2017.

6.3 REGIONAL ROADS REPAIR PROGRAM 2017/18

The purpose of this report is to provide Council with information with respect to making an informed
decision concerning the allocation of Regional Roads Repair Program funding.

Summary

The Regional Roads Repair Program is one of two programs under which the State Government
assists Councils in the management of their Regional Road infrastructure. The other program is the
Regional Road Block Grant Program.

The objective of the Regional Roads Repair Program is to provide additional assistance to councils to
undertake larger works of rehabilitation, and development on Regional Roads to minimise the long
term maintenance costs of these roads commensurate with their function and usage.

The program is aimed at works that contribute primarily to:
e minimise future and ongoing expenditure needed to keep the road at a satisfactory
standard, and
e provide overall benefits to the community that exceed the cost of the work

In addition, the works should contribute to at least one of the following:
¢ Economic development
¢ Integrity of communities
¢ Road network efficiency
¢ Regional tourism
¢ Road safety.

Commentary

Works funded under this Program must be selected on a merit basis across the Region. Historically
Central Darling Shire is not able to accrue the minimum number of merit points to be successful in
the first year. Additional points are awarded to those Councils who have been unsuccessful in the
first year and resubmit the same project in the second/third years. Hence Council programs these
works every two to three years depending on the outcome of its application and the points
determined by the subcommittee.

In 2016/17, Council were granted the maximum grant funding (5400,000) to replace all single grids

with new double grids and seal approaches on MR433 Darnick Rd. The project will enable Council to
complete these works from Ivanhoe towards Menindee.
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All Regional Roads would benefit from this level of capital improvement funding. The table below
reflects current condition assessment and historical trouble spots on each of the Regional Roads.

In the interest of road safety, equity of access, access to remote communities and tourism MR68A
Wilcannia — Tilpa West Rd is deemed to be of the highest priority. In this year’s high Darling River
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flow period the road was closed for 42 consecutive days. The resolution below reflects this
assessment.

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6.4 TENDER METHOD DETERMINATION — PORTERS CROSSING CULVERTS

Summary

The purpose of this report is to provide Council with recommendations to determine the type of
tender for supply and installation of reinforced concrete box culverts at Porters Crossing — Norma
Downs Rd over the Paroo River.

Commentary
The project site is located on the Paroo River forming part of a wide flood plain of approximately
1km long on Norma Downs Road, 20km north of Wilcannia.

The recent flood events in 2010 and 2012 highlighted several deficiencies in the existing crossing:
e the current road embankment height is marginally above the recent flood levels;
e the existing pipes under the road have heavy corrosion;
the existing headwalls are cracked, which is undermining the road embankment; and
the road condition is in a poor state; large pavement cracks exist in several sections along
the sealed surface.

Due to the insufficient flow capacity of the existing pipe system, downstream scouring is evident at
the main culvert. Additional 50% culvert capacity is required to reduce outflow velocity to an
acceptable level and thereby reducing downstream scouring.

The project scope will include two major parts. The first is replacing the existing pipe culverts with
concrete box culverts with sufficient capacity to mitigate the impact of downstream scouring. The
second part, is to reconstruct the road pavement using suitable reinforcement in the form of
geotextile layer to prevent cracking of the subgrade layer mirroring up through the pavement and
cracking the seal.

The recommendations in this report are related to the first part of the proposed work, which is for
the supply and construction of the proposed box culverts.

The second part related to reconstructing the existing road pavement will be completed using
qualified contractors from Council’s approved preferred contractor list.

Policy Implications
With reference to the Asset Management Policy, it is consistent with Council’s Asset Management
Vision:

“That within its financial constraints, to provide and manage an appropriate mix of infrastructure at
the lowest life cycle cost in a sustainable manner to support our communities”

Whilst not specifically listed in Council’s Transport Asset Management Plan 2012, the planis
currently under review.

Financial Implications

Allocated funds for the project are included in the capital works 2016-17 budget. The project will be
funded under the Roads to Recovery program with total amount allocated for the work being
$719,419.

Section 55 - Local Government Act 1993 — What are the requirements for tendering?

(a) a contract to carry out work that, by or under any Act, is directed or authorised to be
carried out by the council,
(b) a contract to carry out work that, under some other contract, the council has undertaken
to carry out for some other person or body.

Regulation 166 — Local Government (General) Regulation 2005 — Council to decide whether tenders
are to be by open tendering or selective tendering:

Whenever a council is required by Section 55 of the Act to invite tenders before entering into a
contract, the council must decide which of the following tendering methods is to be used:

(a) the open tendering method by which tenders for the proposed contract are invited by public
advertisement,

(b) the selective tendering method by which invitations to tender for a particular proposed
contract are made following a public advertisement asking for expressions of interest,

(c) the selective tendering method by which recognised contractors selected from a list prepared
or adopted by the council are invited to tender for proposed contracts of a particular kind.

Section 167- Local Government (General) Regulation 2005 - Open tendering:

(1) A council that decides to use the open tendering method for a proposed contract must publish
an advertisement in the relevant newspapers inviting tenders for the proposed contract.
(2)  The advertisement must:
(a) express the purpose of the proposed contract, and
(b) give details of where and when tender documents relating to the proposed contract can
be obtained and the purchase price of those documents, and
(c) specify the name of a person to whom requests for information concerning the proposed
contract may be addressed and how the person can be contacted, and
(d) invite any person willing to fulfil the requirements of the proposed contract to submit a
tender to the council by the deadline specified in the advertisement. The deadline must be
a specified time on a date that is at least 21 days after the date of publication or first
publication of the advertisement.
(3)  The tender documents relating to the proposed contract must comply with clause 170.

Community Consultation
By undertaking works through a contract, Council is minimizing risks relating to financial payments,

quality of work and management of time and processes.

|7.1.2 RESTART NSW, WATER SECURITIES FOR REGIONS

The Wilcannia and Ivanhoe Bore Field Augmentation Project has reached Practical Completion
(subject to submission of some routine documentation such as WAX plans and electrical component
certification) with the finalization of high voltage works and connection to the grid at Tooralee
Station via Ivanhoe by Darling Irrigation P/L. All other program works at White Cliffs (Groundwater
Investigation) and Tilpa (solar pump and pipeline) have been completed for some time.

Central Darling Shire Council is currently preparing a Project Completion Report for NSW
Infrastructure, which will be finalized and submitted asap.

7.1.3 COUNTRY TOWNS WATER SUPPLY, REGIONAL WATER AND WASTEWATER BACKLOG

The key development with respect to the preconstruction activities being undertaken by NSW Water
Solutions (provided below as background) is the finalization of the Water Quality Report. A
teleconference was held between Council, NSW Water Solutions and DPI Water to discuss the water
quality testing outcomes and it was agreed to hold a workshop early in the New Year (2017) to
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determine the most suitable treatment approach for each location, ie, White Cliffs, Ivanhoe and
Wilcannia.

The other pre-construction activities are proceeding generally in accordance with the adopted
schedule and remain on track to have these activities completed by June 2017.

Background
Recapping previous advice, NSW Water Solutions has been engaged to complete the next stage of

the pre-construction phase of the lvanhoe, Wilcannia and White Cliffs Augmentation Project and
complete options reports for these facilities at these locations. These studies will build upon the
scoping reports completed by CWT P/L. On completion of the options studies further consideration
will be given to engagement of suitable consultant/contractor to complete remaining pre-
construction activities with respect to concept design, D&C Specification and tender documentation
with an overall completion dead line of June 2017.

The additional studies are listed below:
1. Update the IWCM Strategy to comply with the July 2014 DPI Water IWCM Check List
Options Study for each of the proposed new water treatment plants
Concept design for each of the proposed new treatment plants
Hydraulic analysis for reticulation networks at Wilcannia and White Cliffs
Condition assessment of existing reticulation at Wilcannia, lvanhoe and White Cliffs
Review of Environmental Factors
Topographic survey for White Cliffs
Geotechnical and survey of the three treatment plants
Tender documentation.

As previously advised, these studies are funded 100% pursuant to the Restart Program, Regional
Water and Backlog Program and targeted at pre-construction activities only.

Also as previously advised, these projects have commenced with substantial data collection being
provided by Council to inform various studies, modelling and projections, including a comprehensive
land survey of Wilcannia water and sewerage infrastructure, rating database usage etc. This
information will particularly inform the update of the Integrated Water Cycle Management Plan
which will subsequently guide many key conclusions and recommendations concerning future water
supply and sewerage infrastructure.

Survey works have been undertaken at White Cliffs, Wilcannia and Ivanhoe (excluding Tooralee
Station Bore Field which was not accessible due to the extended wet weather) and water quality
testing at each plant by the NSW Public Works in early October.

Council has received confirmation of 100% construction funding for the White Cliffs Augmentation
to the value of $5.5M by the Local member for Barwon, Kevin Humphries pursuant to the Country
Towns Water and Sewerage Program — Backlog Works. This is great news for Council and essential to
the works proceeding in mid-2017 following confirmation of capital funding and completion of
necessary studies, reports and tender documentation.
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7.1.4 COBB HIGHWAY — INITIAL SEAL PROJECTS

Council have commenced roadworks construction at Eurella Initial Seal Project, 30km north of
Ivanhoe, Cobb Highway. The side-track was opened to traffic on Saturday 3 September 2016. Site
works will cease for the Christmas break from 22 December 2016 to 9 January 2017, estimated
programme completion is May 2017.

Further projects are in the initial development phase, details of which will be provided to Council for
information upon receipt from Roads and Maritime Services.

7.1.5 CONTAINER DEPOSIT SCHEME

Council have received correspondence from Netwaste with respect to plans to implement a
container deposit scheme in NSW. Wilcannia has been identified as one of eight locations in the Far
West that will provide the service to the community.

The scheme will be similar to the current model being used in South Australia, that is:

e People in NSW will be able to return empty prescribed beverage containers between 150 ml
and three litres to collection points for a 10 cent refund. (these include beer cans and
bottles, coke bottles, beer bottles, water bottles, most if not all aluminium cans are covered)

e A single Scheme Coordinator will be responsible for the financial management of the
scheme and for ensuring the scheme meets state-wide targets.

e Beverage suppliers will be responsible for covering the costs of refunds through agreements
with the Scheme Coordinator.

e The Environment Minister will appoint the co-ordinator in early 2017, as well as appointing
Network Operators who will be responsible for the operation of the scheme.

e Containers not eligible for the scheme are those generally consumed at home and not
typically found in the litter stream. They include plain milk, wine, pure fruit juice (more than
one litre), health tonics and large flavoured milk containers.

o Wilcannia will have a “collection point” for people to return their containers and get money
back. However, what this will look like will be dependent on the Network Operator in the
region. There are several options, it might be someone at a site collecting the cans all the
time, or could be a mobile collection truck that might come into town once a fortnight etc
Options for all other towns and villages in the Shire to be able to access the service to be
investigated.

As for whether Council is interested, there may be a community group that might like to be a
“collection point operator” and therefore Council might have a site they could lease from Council to
use, such as the waste facility, or other nominated site.

The project is in the early stages of development and further information will be distributed in 2017
which will be reported to Council upon receipt.

(c) information that would, if disclosed, confer a commercial advantage on a person with whom
the Council is conducting (or proposes to conduct) business,

(d) commercial information of a confidential nature that would, if disclosed:
(i) prejudice the commercial position of the person who supplied it, or
(i) confer a commercial advantage on a competitor of the Council, or
(iii) reveal a trade secret.
(e) information that would, if disclosed, prejudice the maintenance of law,
(f) matters affecting the security of the Council, Councillors, Council staff or Council property,

(g) advice concerning litigation, or advice that would otherwise be privileged from production in
legal proceedings on the ground of legal professional privilege.

(h) during the receipt of information or discussion of information concerning the nature and
location of a place or an item of Aboriginal significance on community land,

(i) alleged contraventions of any code of conduct requirements applicable under section 440.

Section 10A(3) of the Act states that a Council, or a Committee, may also close to the public so much
of its meeting as comprises a motion to close another part of the meeting to the public.

Section 10A(4) provides that a Council, or a Committee, may allow members of the public to make
representations to or at a meeting, before any part of the meeting is closed to the public, as to
whether that part of the meeting should be closed.

Section 10B(1) of the Act provides that a meeting is not to remain closed to the public during the
receipt of information or the discussion of matter referred to in section 10A (2):
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(a) except for so much of the discussion as is necessary to preserve the relevant confidentiality,
privilege or security, and

(b)if the matter concerned is a matter other than a personnel matter concerning particular
individuals, the personal hardship of a resident or ratepayer or a trade secret — unless the
Council or committee concerned is satisfied that discussion of the matter in an open meeting
would, on balance, be contrary to the public interest.

For the purpose of determining whether the discussion of a matter in an open meeting would be
contrary to the public interest section 10B(4) of the Act states it is irrelevant that:

(a) a person may interpret or misunderstand the discussion, or
(b) the discussion of the matter may:

(i) cause embarrassment to the Council or Committee concerned, or to Councillors or to
employees of the Council; or

(ii) cause a loss of confidence in the Council or Committee.
