What does this map show?
This map shows how high the Flood Planning Level (FPL) is above the
current ground level, within the Flood Planning Area FPA).

What is the Flood Planning Area?

The Flood Planning Area is the area within which developments may be
subject to flood related development controls. The flood planning area is
calculated as the area lower than the Flood Planning Level.

What is the Flood Planning Level?

| The Flood Planning Level is a height used to set finished floor levels
(FFL) for property development in flood prone areas. For this map it has
been defined as the 1% AEP (100-year) flood level plus 0.5m freeboard.

How does this relate to Darling River flood levels?

The 1% AEP (100-year) flood level at the Darling River flood gauge in
Menindee (Gauge 425001) is 61.24m AHD (a gauge height of 11.28m),
and the Flood Planning Level at the gauge is 61.74m AHD.
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
